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1 Introduction

This document is a Report on the activities of the European Association for
Theoretical Computer Science during the period between ICALP 2006 and
ICALP 2007. The main purpose of the document is to inform all EATCS
members about the activity carried on by the association and about the issues
to be presented and discussed in the General Assembly during ICALP 2007
in Wroclaw.

2 Promotion activity

With the aim of promoting the role of theoretical computer science in Europe
and of making more visible both our association and the scientific community
we represent, contacts have been established in November 2006 with the EU
0 cials that lead the ICT research program in the 7th FP and a meeting in
Brussels has been organized with the aim to discuss opportunities for the Eu-
ropean theoretical computer science research community during FP7. As one
of the consequences of the meeting, a workshop (jointly organized between
EATCS and ICT-FET o cials) has been held in January 2007 for encourag-
ing and stimulating the theory community to submit research proposals in
the area of Pervasive Adaptation.

A second action that we consider fruitful from the point of view of sci-
entific promotion has been to allow public access to EATCS Bulletin by
publishing it in the EATCS web pages since issue N. 90 (according to the
decision we took in Venice last year). This is an important contribution that
EATCS provides to the theoretical computer science community worldwide
and again an important vehicle to make EATCS better known.

3 Awards

In 2006-2007 EATCS has sponsored the following awards:

e The EATCS Award 2007 to Professor Dana Scott, in recognition of
his fundamental scientific contributions to theoretical computer science
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e The Godel Prize 2007 co-sponsored by EATCS and ACM SIGACT,
to Alexander A. Razborov and Steven Rudich for their paper ”Natural
Proofs”, appeared on the Journal of Computer and System Sciences,
Vol. 55, No. 1, 1997. The paper was first presented at the Twenty-sixth
Annual ACM STOC, Montreal, Quebec, Canada. 1994

e The ICALP Best Papers Awards 2007, one for each of the Tracks
A, B, C, to be announced at ICALP 2007 in Wroclaw. No Best Student
Paper Award will be assigned this year

e The ETAPS Best Papers Award 2007 assigned to Christian Haack,
Erik Poll, Jan Schaefer and Aleksy Schubert for their (ESOP) paper:
Immutable Objects for a Java-like Language, awarded as best theoret-
ical paper at the European Joint Conferences on Theory and Practice
of Software 2007

e The ESA Best Student Papers Awards 2006 assigned during the
European Symposium on Algorithms 2006 to Frederic Dorn: 'Dynamic
programming and fast matrix multiplication’, for the Design and Anal-
ysis Track, and to Michal Meyerovitch: 'Robust, generic and e cient
construction of envelopes of surfaces in three-dimensional space’, for
the Engineering and Applications Track

During the period of this Report other issues concerning awards have been ad-
dressed. In particular it has been decided to cooperate with the distributed
computing community in awarding the Dijkstra Prize that is annually as-
signed to an outstanding paper on the principles of distributed computing,
whose significance and impact on the theory and/or practice of distributed
computing has been evident for at least a decade. The prize should then be
awarded alternately one year at PODC and one year at DISC. In 2007 the
Prize will be presented at DISC.

e ICALP 2007 The 34th International Colloguium on Automata, Lan-

guages and Programming will take place from July 9 to July 13 in Wro-
claw, Poland. The conference is organized by Jerzy Marcinkowski and
Tomasz Jurdzinski (Institute of Informatics, University of Wroclaw).
The scientific program is divided in three tracks: Track A Algorithms,
Automata, Complexity and Games (PC Chair Lars Arge, University of
Aarhus, Denmark, Track B - Logic, Semantics, and Theory of Program-
ming (PC Chair Andrzej Tarlecki, Warsaw University, Poland, Track C
- Security and Cryptography Foundations (PC Chair Christian Cachin,
IBM Zurich Research Laboratory, Switzerland. ICALP 2007 is co-
located with LICS 2007, LC 2007, and PPDP 2007. The following satel-
lite workshops will be organized: Cryptography for Ad-hoc Networks
(WCAN), Foundations of Computer Security and Automated Rea-
soning for Security Protocol Analysis (FCS-ARSPA), Group-Oriented
Cryptographic Protocols (GOCP), Structural Operational Semantics
(SOS), Probabilistic Automata and Probabilistic Logics (PAuL), The-
ory of Randomized Search Heuristics (TRSH), Development of Compu-
tational Models (DCM), Logic and Computational Complexity (LCC),
Traced Monoidal Categories, Network Algebras, and Applications (TM-
CNAA), Algorithmic Aspects of Wireless Sensor Networks, (ALGO-
SENSORS). A detailed account of the scientific program and logistic
organization will be given at EATCS General Assembly during the con-
ference.

ICALP 2008 The organization of ICALP 2008 is also well established.
ICALP 2008 will take place from the 6th to the 13th of July 2008 in
Reykjavik, Iceland and will be organized by Luca Aceto, Magnus M.
Halldorsson and Anna Ingolfsdottir, Department of Computer Science,
Reykjavik University. The Conference will again be organized in the
same three tracks as ICALP 2007.

Organization During this year the EATCS-ICALP Liaison Committee
chaired by Pino Italiano has done a considerable amount of work and
has produced a new set of guidelines for ICALP organizers and PC
Chairs. The Guidelines have been approved by the Council and will be
followed since ICALP 2008.
